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When families experience a crisis
such as job loss or serious illness
that makes them unable to afford
their child care, MCCA's Family
Emergency Scholarship Fund

can help offer support. Family
Emergency Scholarships provide
temporary tuition assistance to
families so children can remain in
the comfort and security of their
child care program at a time of
great stress for their family. These
scholarships are available to all
enrolled families, including those

receiving child care subsidies.
